The event was attended by 110 guests with 52 members of Lt Robert's family. Lord Boyce and two S.A. branches with Standards were present. Afterwards it had been arranged to go into the Cathedral to ring the "Canterbury" bell at 1100 (six bells) and to turn a page in the books of Remembrance. Lunch was provided by the school at 1230.


3) Discuss L/S Magennis Blue Plaque Northern Ireland 22nd September 2018

The Belfast RNA have agreed to put the Blue Plaque up, honouring L/S Magennis. A dinner for 100 is being arranged for the night of 21st, if you are interested give your name to the chairman, who quoted that "flights are as cheap as chips to Belfast".

1) G.D.P.R    General Data Protection Regulations.

An E-mail sent out from National received by the Chairman has been forwarded to D.Bussey, as our Webmaster he holds all personal information regarding members, the secretary was also sent this  information to read.

A template will eventually be sent to all branches to which they are to work, as data security is high on the list.

These regulations officially take place on 25th May 2018, but no fines will be imposed so long as process is in progress to implement them.
